1. In accordance with reference (a) you are hereby designated by the Commanding Officer to perform weekly inspections of galley sanitation onboard USCGC ROLLIN FRITCH (WPC-1119).
2. A food facility requires various inspections depending on the complexity of the food service processes. Types of inspections include: routine (weekly), complaint, follow-up, pre-opening for new establishments and change of ownership inspections.
