E justamente por
esta razdo que o Método Pimsleur ensina leitura de
uma maneira especial.

Ler pode ser definido como “o ato de decodificar
material grafico para se poder obter e determinar uma
mensagem.” Colocado de outra maneira, ler consiste em
retornar a fala através de simbolos graficos. Cada texto
representa uma possivel expressdo vocal, mas apenas
individuos com alguma fluéncia poderao deduzir como
um texto escrito vai soar em voz alta. Portanto, falar
uma lingua € o primeiro passo necessario para adquirir
a habilidade de ler e entender o sentido. As licdes de

leitura neste livro proporcionam o segundo passo. As
licdes foram criadas para ajuda-lo a associar sons e
mudancas de sons com as letras do alfabeto em inglés.

Inglés americano I contém 21 ligdes de leitura: as
quais estdo todas juntas no fim do curso. Vocé pode
fazer as licdes de leitura numa hora conveniente depois
de voce ja ter completado algumas licdes orais, ou vocé
pode esperar e fazer todas as ligdes orais primeiro e
entdo fazer as leituras no fim. Note, entretanto, que as
licdes de leitura incluem palavras e expressoes de todas
as 30 li¢gdes, assim como novas palavras. Entdo, talvez
vocé sinta mais satisfacdo fazendo as leituras depois de
ter completado as 30 ligdes. Instru¢des minuciosas em
relacdo a como fazer as licdes de leitura estdo incluidas
na parte de audio reservada para tal.

Ao fazer as licdes, lembre-se que o inglés € uma
lingua extremamente irregular, com inimeras excegoes
e as diretrizes dadas nestas licdes refletem padroes
gerais e nao regras rigidas. Porém, com o crescimento
do seu vocabuldrio, vocé vai perceber que estas
excegOes vao se tornando menos problemdticas. Vocé
vai comecar a reconhecer palavras e percebé-las como
“palavras inteiras”, eliminando assim a necessidade
de decodificalas letra por letra. Sintase a vontade para
proceder nestas licdes de leitura no seu proprio ritmo,
repetindo cada li¢ao conforme necessdrio antes de seguir
para a proxima. Talvez voc€ descubra que no comeco,
a leitura em inglés exija certa pratica. Mas, com um
pequeno esfor¢o, vocé vai ficar impressionado com a
rapidez com a qual vocé estara lendo.
